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Highlights from the UNHCR Global
Trends 2019 Report

e At the end of 2019, there were 79.5 million
forcibly displaced persons worldwide.

e 26 million are refugees, 45.7 million are
internally displaced persons and 4.2 million
are asylum seekers.

e 85% of the world’s refugees are hosted in
developing countries.

Only 4.5% of refugees identified as needing
resettlement were resettled in 2019.

76% of all 2019 UNHCR submissions were:
e Survivors of torture and violence
e Legal and physical protection needs cases;and
e Women and girls

52% of submissions were children

The Blended Visa Office-Referred (BVOR)
Program

The BVOR Program helps resettle refugees
identified by United Nations Refugee Agency
(UNHCR) as the most vulnerable in need of
resettlement. It is called blended because it
is a cost sharing arrangement. Immigration
Refugees and Citizenship Canada (IRCC)
provides up to six months of income support
for the newcomers, while private sponsors
provide another six months of financial
support, start-up costs and up to one year
of social and emotional support.

Projected Global Resettlement Needs
2021

Over 1.44 million refugees in need of resettlement
in 2021. Populations with the highest resettlement
needs are:

* Syrians
» Congolese
* South Sudanese

Africa region covers more than 32 different
countries of asylum and represents 43% of the
total global needs.

COVID-19 Impact on Refugees and
Resettlement

Refugees and other displaced people are particularly
at risk during this COVID outbreak because they
often have limited access to water, sanitation
systems and health facilities. Due to COVID,
resettlement, which has always been a lifesaving
tool for refugees, temporary went on hold, but on
June 18th, UNHCR and IOM announced resumption
of resettlement departures for refugees. However,
many travel restrictions still remain in place.
